Programming System (Company) Speed Dial (DS Keysets)

With handset on hook, press the “Transfer” key.
Dial “200”
Dial “Passcode” (See System Administrator).

Press “1”
Press “Speaker” key.
Dial “705”

Dial “speed dial bin number” (“500” through “699”).
(By default, there are 200 system speed dial bins, which begin at “500”).
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8. Dial “9 plus phone number” for designated speed dial bin number.
(Example: *“93039224708”).

9. Press the “right soft-key” to save number.
10. Repeat Steps 7 through 9 for up to 200 system speed dial bins.
11. When finished, press the “Transfer” key.
